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Abstract 
This workshop of the EURO Working Group on Behavioural O.R., to be held in Coimbra, Portugal, on April 11-12, 2022, aims at bringing together researchers, students and practitioners to share recent research, new developments and best practices on behavioural and OR contributions to the energy transition.

The programme of the workshop includes keynote lectures from experts from academia and industry, practical sessions, short presentations by participants, and discussions. It must contain: the title of the work, the authors’ names and affiliations, keywords and abstract. The abstract must be written in English, should be formatted according to this template, i.e., written in Times New Roman, 12 pt, italics, text justified, and have a maximum of 500 words. 
Abstracts should be submitted electronically via e-mail (please send the word .doc or .docx file) to mlopes@deec.uc.pt till 22 March.
Notification of acceptance will be sent till March 25.
At least one author must be registered and have paid the registration fee by March 31 for the presentation to be included in the workshop programme. 
A person may co-author several papers provided that each paper is presented by different co-authors. Note that each valid registration entitles the author to the submission of one, and only one, paper to the workshop.
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
